You can probably tell that | recently spent 10 hours at a running clinic and that cross-country
season is just around the corner, because my thoughts this morning turned to one of my favorite
running passages in Scripture:

“Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off
everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles. And let us run with perseverance the
race marked out for us, fixing our eyes on Jesus, the pioneer and perfecter of faith.”
(Hebrews 12:1-2a, NIV)

As a runner, | can easily picture this scene. | can imagine family members and friends lining the
course, cheering me on as | run. | think about the preparation that goes into a race—wearing the
right clothing and shoes, eating well, staying hydrated before, during, and after the run. Most
importantly, | think about keeping my focus on the finish line and not allowing distractions
around me to pull me off course.

Even if running isn’t your thing, the same principles apply to our faith journey. We are called to
prepare ourselves by spending time in prayer, worship, and Scripture, and by surrounding
ourselves with people who encourage us and strengthen our walk with Christ. Above all, we are
called to keep our eyes fixed on Jesus, who not only taught us how to live but also perfectly
modeled the life God desires for us.

So while not all of us will run a 5K or a marathon this week, each of us is called to faithfully run
the race God has set before us. Jesus has shown us the way. May we run with perseverance,
remain focused on Him, and strive each day to live as faithful witnesses for Christ.
